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POOMSAE:

The WT Cut off competition system will be used.

Competitors must perform one (1) mandatory Poomsae in the preliminary and semi-final rounds and two (2) mandatory Poomsae
in the final round.

The highest scores of 50% from the preliminary round will advance to the semi-finals. At the end of the semifinal round, the eight
(8) competitors with the highest scores will advance to the final round. The highest score out of four (4) competitors will be
awarded medals (1st, 2nd, 3rd, 3rd) based on the score.

¢ Divisions with less than 20 competitors will start with the semifinal round.

¢ Divisions with less than 9 competitors will start with the final round.

¢ Under 30 and Under 40 divisions will use a single knockout format in bracket format

NOTE - Failure to submit the MDF and medical information may result in your athlete not being classified and
receiving a “Non-Complete Classification”, “CNC”. The athlete will then not be able to compete in the event.

The athlete must always give his best in tests and exercises requested by the International Classifiers.

The CO must bring electronic chest and head protectors, whenever the athlete provides their own electronic socks to compete,
all athletes are responsible for bringing their own sparring rings.

All athletes must enter the competition area with WT approved sparring partners and uniforms. The groin, shin and forearm
protectors must be dewormed inside the uniform. Any article other than the helmet cannot be worn on the head. Any religious
article must be pre-approved and worn inside the helmet and uniform and must not cause injury or obstruction to the
opponent.

e If you make a weight category change within the same registration period you registered and paid for, it will be FREE.
e If you need to make a weight change after registration closes, you will be charged 50 USD onsite at Weighing A
competitor's weight must be measured the day before the day of the competition.

¢ All competitors must weigh themselves during the designated times in the schedule. A competitor's weight may be measured
twice.

¢ If a competitor fails to qualify the first time, one more official weigh-in is awarded within the time limit.

¢ Any irregular action by the competitor or coach during the weigh-in may result in disqualification from participating in the
event.

World Taekwondo Coach Permission: World Taekwondo (WT) requires all Coaches to have the WT Coach Certification to coach
athletes in any G-rated event. Coaches who do not provide proof of the current WT Coach Certificate will not be allowed to train
at this event.

All US coaches and officials must be a current member of US Taekwondo, have completed and passed a background check within
the last 2 years, have taken a safe sports training course or refresher in the last year before their global license is approved. Once
you have completed this, you can register for the tournament.
