2: Athletes must hold a valid Taekwondo Black Belt (Dan or Poom ). 

3. Holder of a valid WT Global Athlete License.  

4: All coaches must hold a valid WT Level I Coach Certificate. (Includes must hold 

a valid WT Global Athlete Licence) 

 

7. COMPETITION CATEGORIES AND AGE DIVISIONS 

 

All official Poomsae categories and age divisions established by the World 

Taekwondo Competition Rules shall apply. 

 

8.  RANKING 

 

World Taekwondo G1 World Ranking Points (Senior Division) 

Pan American Taekwondo Union (PATU) P1 Ranking Points (Junior and Cadet 

Divisions) 

 

9. COMPETITION RULES 

 

The latest edition of the World Taekwondo Competition Rules and Interpretation, as 

amended and effective in 2026, shall govern this competition. 

 

The World Taekwondo Poomsae Ranking Bylaws shall apply. 

Seeding shall be conducted for the following divisions: Recognized Poomsae Under 

30, Recognized Poomsae Under 40, and Freestyle Poomsae Over 17. No seeding shall 

be applied to any other Poomsae divisions. 

In accordance with the World Taekwondo Competition Rules, competitors may 

participate in a maximum of two events, whether in Recognized Poomsae and/or 

Freestyle Poomsae. 

If an athlete is registered for more than two events, the athlete shall be randomly 

removed from the necessary number of events until the maximum limit of two events 

is met. 
 

10. METHOD OF COMPETITION 

 

The competition shall be conducted in accordance with the World Taekwondo 

Poomsae Competition Rules. 

 

For Individual, Pair, and Team Recognized Poomsae events, the Side-by-Side 

Single Elimination Tournament System shall be applied throughout all rounds, 

including the Final. 

 

For all Freestyle Poomsae events, the competition shall consist of a single Final 

Round. Final rankings shall be determined based on the scores achieved during the 

performance. 



 

  
 
 
 

11. CONTEST TIME: 
 

Individual, Pair, and Team events shall have a maximum performance time of 90 

seconds. The waiting time between the first and second Poomsae shall be at least 30 

seconds. 

For Freestyle Poomsae, Individual, Pair, and Mixed Team events shall have a 

performance time of a minimum of 90 seconds and a maximum of 100 seconds. 
 

12. AWARDS 
 

• Best Male Coach / Best Female Coach 

• Best Male Referee / Best Female Referee 

• Best Male Athlete / Best Female Athlete 

• Overall Champion Team, Second and Third-Place Team 

 

WILDCARDS: 
 

A Wild Card shall be awarded to all Gold Medalists (1st Place), entitling them to 

participate in the next Pan American Championship in the corresponding category

country name and markings permitted under the World Taekwondo Uniform Rules 

may be displayed. 

 

DRESS CODE: 

 

The attire of all coaches shall comply with the World Taekwondo Dress Code. 

During the Semifinal and Final rounds, coaches are required to wear a jacket (blazer) 

in accordance with the World Taekwondo Dress Code. 

 

INSURANCES 

The respective Member National Associations (MNAs) and/or participating teams 

shall ensure that all officials and participants are covered by adequate medical 

insurance. 

 

 

14. CONDITIONS OF PARTICIPATION 

 

Participants or their respective Member National Associations (MNAs) are 

responsible for all expenses related to round-trip airfare, accommodation, meals, and 

local transportation. 

 

The Organizing Committee (OC) shall not be responsible for any incidents, accidents, 

losses, or other matters occurring outside the official hotel.

15.  GLOBAL LICENSE AND ONLINE REGISTRATION: 

 

I. World Taekwondo Global License Registration 

All athletes and team officials must hold a valid World Taekwondo Global Athlete License 

(GAL) or Global Official License (GOL) and be registered through the WT online 

registration system (Simply Compete). 

II. Online Registration 

Online registration is only available to holders of a valid WT Global License and is open to 

all eligible participants. National Team GMS Administrators will be notified by e-mail 

once online registration is available. 

All athletes and team officials must be registered under their respective National Team 

using the official country name. 

 

16. COACHES REGISTRATION 

 

 

I. World Taekwondo Global License Registration. 

All athletes and team officials must hold a valid World Taekwondo Global Athlete 

License (GAL) or Global Official License (GOL). 

II. World Taekwondo Online Registration (Simply Compete) 

All registrations must be completed through the World Taekwondo online registration 

system (Simply Compete). 

III. Coaches 

All coaches must be at least 18 years of age. 

All coaches must hold a valid World Taekwondo Level I Coach Certificate. 

 

17. ENTRY FEE 

 

• Registration fees must be paid at the Accreditation Desk located at the 

competition venue. Payment shall be made directly to the Organizing 

Committee (OC) in U.S. Dollars (USD) only. 

• Registration fees are non-refundable. 

• Athletes and coaches must provide proof of payment in order to complete 

accreditation and be eligible to participate. 

• The Registration and Accreditation Desk will be located in the Multi-

Purpose Room of Las Delicias Coliseum and will operate on the dates and 

during the hours specified in the Event Schedule.
